This is a snapshot of recent and current events in which your Civic Association has an active interest:

· Sumner Dam & Stream Bank Reclamation 

Work has been completed to correct the erosion problem.   This is the first stage of a project to reverse the bank erosion, correct the dam’s structural problem, and create a passive use trail and to ensure green space. Upper Merion Township is working to re-establish the original stream channel. 

· Renaissance Blvd Completion 

Some minor improvements were made with signage at the intersection, as a result of the initial meeting. We have asked UM to move the project along.  Additional traffic engineering plans have been requested, and are a necessary step toward the road connection.     

· SEPTA - Gulph Mills Station 

The major renovation work has been completed. SEPTA has agreed to give the GMCA access to a water tap, and has agreed to supply planting boxes. Inadequate light shielding is still being addressed.  

· South Gulph Road / I76 Improvement Project. 

Funding has been stalled due to budgeting at PENDOT. The Transportation Improvement Plan (TIP) for this year does not include funding for the ramps.  

· Gypsy lane / South Gulph Road Open space  Good News! 

UM Township is acquiring the land and intends to dedicate it to open space. Funds have been reserved for open space acquisition.
