Nationwide Prescription Take-Back Day

The Upper Merion Township Police Department in conjunction with the Drug Enforcement Administration (DEA) will participate in the first annual nationwide prescription drug “Take Back” Campaign. This initiative seeks to prevent unwanted pill abuse and theft as both of these problems are increasing at alarming rates. This program will provide the public an opportunity to surrender expired, unwanted, or unused pharmaceutical controlled substances and other medications for destruction. 


This “Take Back” Day will take place on Saturday, September 25, 2010 between the hours of 10:00 am and 2:00 pm. We will be collecting the medications in the lobby of our Police Station and there will be no fee for this service. The guidelines for this initiative are listed below:

· This program is anonymous and free of charge.

· Prescription and over the counter solid dosage medications (tablets and capsules) will be accepted. 

· Intra-venous solutions, injectables or liquid medications, and needles will not be accepted.

· Illicit substances such as marijuana or methamphetamine are not part of this initiative.
